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Examples of Innovation Aspects in the Monuments of the Middle Kingdom Period
Abstract

The administrative system in ancient Egypt was characterized by continuous
innovation in administrative jobs and their duties, which was accompanied by the
emergence of new administrative positions that were developed for the first time during
the Middle Kingdom period. Moreover, the functional tasks of some positions
diversified, bringing to the fore the hierarchical progression of employees in the state's
administrative corps during that historical period. For instance, we find that the vizier
held military and priestly titles that he had not hold before the Middle Kingdom period.
In a similar trope, the depiction of the king in individuals' tombs appeared, along with
innovation in artistic features through the relics of some individuals, confirming the
innovation and creation in art and architecture in their tombs. This represents a
significant development in the political and administrative life in ancient Egypt during
the Middle Kingdom period.
